Earth Day 2008 Reflections 

By now, most of us are pretty well convinced that 
the environment urgently needs our help.  Even in 
New Paltz, Mother Nature continues to bestow 
unprecedented weather, with dire consequences, 
that some believe is influenced by how we treat her.  
The signs are everywhere that we need to do more 
to save our planet now.  This is why, when your 
Caring for Creation (C4C) Steering Committee met 
to begin preparations for this year’s Earth Day Fair, 
we decided that our theme would be Greening Our 
Homes, Our Church, Our Community – Let’s Just 
Do I t!  

For five years our annual Earth Day Fair has 
offered thoughtful and fun filled presentations.  By 
the time you read this, we will have held 
celebration number  six!  Individuals and 
organizations shared with us what they do to care 
for the earth.  Hopefully most of us took away some 
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great eco-friendly tips, incorporated them into our 
life styles and thereby reduced our carbon footprint.  
These are definitely steps in the right direction. 

In 2008, however, your C4C friends challenge 
ourselves and each other to be even bolder.  This 
year let us each take leaps instead of steps in our 
environmental efforts.  Rather than dabble, it is 
imperative that we walk the talk and commit to 
greening all facets of our personal and communal 
lives.  This is a process and requires a continual 
soul search of our daily actions from when we rise 
in the morning, move through our day, and until we 
go to bed at night.  In this process, there are many 
questions we might ask ourselves.  Here are just 
some: 

1) What products do we use to brush our 
teeth, wash our face, shampoo our hair, or 
clean our homes?  Have we checked the 
ingredients?  Are there gentler alternatives?  
What do we and our children eat?  Do we 
buy health and local food products?  Do we 
use canvas/recyclable bags to carry 
merchandise?  Have we examined the 
quality of our children’s school lunch 
program and advocated/supported healthier 
choices?  Do we avoid plastic bags and 
bottles?  What about our other purchases?  
Do we remember every time we buy – or 
refuse to buy – an item we are voting with 
our dollars? 

2) If we consider purchasing a new home or 
car, upgrading or refurnishing the ones we 
have, what are our environmentally friendly 
options?  And – those smaller home repairs 
– what’s in a paint can, the soap 
detergents?  Which ones are less toxic and 
sustainable?  Are we using pesticides on 
our lawns that seep into our neighbors’  
lawns, the Wallkill and eventually the 
Hudson River? 

3) How often do we walk, car pool, use public 
transportation or less gas guzzling 
vehicles?  Do we conserve water and use 
energy efficient lighting?  Are there 
appliances, devices and behaviors that 
would save more of our resources and 
money? 

4) Have we notified our political 
representatives about environmental 
concerns on which we believe they should 
take immediate action?  Do we have ideas 
about how our homes, church and 
community might be more sustainable and 
environmentally friendly?  Do we share 
them and apply them? 

5) What are the other questions we should be 
asking?  What else could we be doing? 

In 2008, your Caring for Creation Committee 
renews its commitment to ask more questions, 
search out answers and share them with you and 
with each other. 

Faire Hart has posted on her office door a quote 
from Helen Keller that might inspire each of us as 
we go forth.  I’d like to close with this quote: 

I am only one, but still I am one. 
I cannot do everything, but still I can do something, 

and because I cannot do everything, 
I will not refuse to do something that I can do. 

Which brings us back to our Earth Day Theme: 
Greening Our Home, Our Church, and Our 

Community:  Let’s Just Do I t!
